PLAN Fast Facts -ALL 10TH GRADERS TAKE THE 

PLAN TEST ON OCTOBER 29th  

The PLAN test, a òpre-
ACTó, is the tenth grade 
level test developed by the 
ACT organization.  The 
purpose of the PLAN is:  to 
initiate career preparation, 
to assess current achieve-
ment levels, and to improve 
future academic achieve-
ment.  Information gar-

nered from PLAN results 
can be used to identify 
strengths and weaknesses in 
specific subject areas as well 
as testing skills in general.  
This is a tremendous op-
portunity for you to pre-
pare for the very important 
ACT test.  Experiencing the 
test format and the subject 

content of the ACT by tak-
ing the PLAN will help di-
minish your test anxiety in 
the future.  The PLAN will 
be administered at MCHS 
on Wednesday, October 
29th to ALL 10th GRAD-
ERS.  If students are not 
present for the test, they 

will be counted absent.   
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
